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Definition of Main Economic Terms

Main Monetary and Banking Concepts:

v Local Banks:. Includes all banks operating in Syria that undertake banking activities (by
accepting deposits, extending credits,).This definition doesn’t include Other Financia
Institutions.

Vv Monetary Authorities: Refers to the authorities in charge of the issuance of the currency,
the holding of the international reserves, and the conduct of transactions with the
International Monetary Fund. The Monetary Authorities accounts include in addition to the
Central bank balance sheet, the accounts of Exchange bureau.

v/ Banking System: Refersto the monetary authorities and the local banks.

v Central Government: Includes the ministries, the non-financial public administrations
(that include the bodies of the central government and other non-profit public enterprises) .

Vv Non-Financial Public Enterprises. Consists of Non-Financial profitable corporations
which the Government have the majority of equity.

v Public sector: Includes the central government and non-financial public enterprises.

v Private sector: Includes the Individuals (households), Enterprises, Privet companies and
other companies that belong to Mixed and Cooperative Sectors.

v Other Financial Institutions. Includes those institutions which collect funds in forms other
than deposits, and invest them in the financial market, in order to acquire other forms of
financial assets. Among these institutions: Insurance companies, money exchange
companies, Public Institution for Social Insurance, pension Funds, Financial intermediaries.

v Currency Issued: Appears in table (2) and refers to the currency issued by the Monetary
Authorities, which consists of the currency outside the local banks in addition to the cash in
vaults with the local banks.

v/ Reserve Money (M0): Appearsin table (2) and is composed of the currency issued together
with the deposits of the local banks and the other sectors excluded the central Government
Deposits with the Monetary Authorities. (MO) refers to the Money in its board concept and
it calls sometimes as the monetary Base or the high powered Money, (MO) is used as one of
the most important operational intermediate objectives of monetary policy in managing
Money supply (M2). (MO) and its counterparts’ accounts are another classification to
display Consolidated Balance Sheet of the Central Bank.



Vv Monetary Survey: Appears in table (3) and calls sometimes the Banking Survey, It
represents the aggregated balance sheet of the banking system classified in a way to show
total money supply (M2) from one side and the Net foreign and Local Assets (Including the
Non-classified Net Foreign Assets and liabilities) from the other side.

Vv Money Supply (M1): Appearsin table (3) and equals the sum of currency outside the local
banks and demand deposits in SYP with the banking system (excluding all Central
government deposits). This aggregate represents the money stock in its narrow definitions.

Vv Quasi-Money: Appears in table (3) and are composed of time and saving depositsin SYP +
foreign currency deposits for the Other Financial Corporations, Private sector (resident) and
Non-Financial Public Enterprises.

v/ Broad Money (M2): Appears in table (3) It calls sometimes Local liquidity or the broad
Money, It consists of money supply (M1) plus quasi-money. On the asset side, it equals net
foreign assets plus net domestic assets of the banking system.

v/ Resident: Any juridical or natural person who usually livesinside Syriaor has stayed inside
Syriafor at least one year, despite of the nationality, with the exception of international and
agencies, and foreign students and patients who stayed inside Syria for more than one year.

v Non-Resident: Any juridical or natural person who usually lives outside Syria ,and \or who
lives inside Syria for less than one year, despite of the nationality of this person, with the
exception of families and individuals who have permanent economic status or interest and
have a permanent house regardless of living in it occasionally.

Vv Net Foreign Assets: Appearsin table (3) and represents the banking system assets owed by
the non-residents net of the banking system liabilities to the non-residents. The change in
net foreign assets reflects the net transactions of the banking system with the foreign sector
during the specified period.

Vv Net Domestic Assets: Appears in table (3) and represents the sum of net credit of the
banking system to the Central government, credit of the banking system to the Non-
Financial Public Enterprises, credit to the Private sector (Resident), credit to the Other
Financial Corporations and other items net.

v/ Claims on privet Sector (Resident): Includes direct credit facilities extended by Local
Banks to the Privet sector and investments of Local Banks in companies securities.

v/ Claims on Central Government: Includes direct credit facilities extended by the Banking
system to the government, investments of the banking system in governmental bonds and
bills and subscriptions to international financial institutions.

Vv Net Claims on Central Government: Claims on central government minus its deposits
with the banking system.



Vv Net Claims on public Sector: Net clams on centra government plus claims on Non-
financial public enterprises.

v Other Items Net: Appears in table (3) and includes the capital accounts, the net valuation
adjustment and other assets and liabilities not included elsewhere.

v Money Multiplier: Appears in table (5) and equals the ratio between broad money (M2)
and reserve money (MO).

v/ Legal Reserves: Appearsin tables (2 and 6) and represent the minimum deposit that local
Bank should maintain with the CBS to meet the required reserve ratio imposed on deposits
with these banks.

v Excess Reserves. Appearsin table (2 and 6) and represents the deposits of local banks with
the Central Bank in excess of their legal reservesin cash.

Vv Reserves. Appears in table (7) and consists of cash in the vaults of the local banks in
addition to the local banks deposits with the Central Bank.

Vv Investment Certificates. Appears in table (17) and refers to the government securities
issued on behalf of the Ministry of Finance by the Popular Credit Bank.

v Certificate of deposits (CDs): Appearsin table (14) and refers to the Negotiable securities
denominated in Syrian Pounds and issued by Local Banks for various terms not less than
one year, the CDs don’t Included in the concept of broad money.

v Official Exchange Rate: Appears in table (18) and applies on the bilateral payments
agreements and to the repayment of loans and interest arising from these agreements.

v State and Public Sector Exchange Rate: Appears in table (18) and applies to the
following transactions: all public sector enterprises foreign exchange transactions, and to all
budgetary proceeds and payments as well as to oil revenues. This rate was replaced the
Neighboring Exchange Rate sincel/1/ 2004.

Vv Free Market Exchange Rate: Appears in table (18) and applies to private sector foreign
exchange transactions. It was replaced the Non-Commercial Transactions Exchange Rate
since 8/5/2005.

v Foreign Currency Exchange Rate: Appears in table (18) and applies to Private and Public
sector foreign exchange transactions. It was replaced the free market exchange Rate and
State and Public Sector Exchange Rate since 1/1/2007



Fiscal Sector Concepts:

v/ Liquidity Surplus: Appearsin table (30) consists of the provisions for depreciation of fixed
assets and other provisions of the non-financial public sector.

\/ Budget Surplus: Appearsin table (30) consists of the net profits of the non-financial public
sector.

v Overall balance (Include PSF): Called also the Fiscal Deficit or Surplus, which represent
the total revenue minus the total government Expenditures.

Balance of Payment and External Sector Concepts:

Vs Balance of payments: It is an account which records the value of the rights and debts
arising between a given country and the world, as a result of exchanges and transactions
between residents of the country prepared for data and non-residents during the time period
isusually the year.

v Current account: Covers al transactions that involve economic values and occur between
resident and nonresident entities. Specifically, the mgor classifications are goods and
services, income and current transfers.

v Goods: General merchandise covers most movable goods that residents export to, or import
from, nonresidents and changes in ownership, and it covers Goods for processing, repairs on
goods procured in ports by carriers, nonmonetary gold in addition to electricity and gas,
water, electricity, gas, water, smuggled goods, paper money, coin not in current circulation,
unissued securities and grants and gifts of goods. The data are obtained from the Central
Bureau of Statistics, which draws its data from the: Directorate General of Customs,
ministry of Oil, ministry of electricity, and some government bodies and institutions
involved.

Services Balance: Include the Main Following Items:

v Transportation: Covers all passenger and goods transportation services (sea, air, land) that
are performed by residents to nonresident. The data are obtained from the Ministry of
Transportation and transport enterprises in addition to data from international transactions
reporting system (ITRS).

v/ Travel: Covers goods and services—including those related to heath and education—
acquired from an economy by nonresident travelers (including excursionists) for business
and personal purposes during their visits. The data about receipts travel is obtained from the
survey prepared by the Ministry of Tourism while the estimated number of payments based
on the numbers the Syrians departures and their travel destination.



v Government services. Covers al services (such as expenditures of embassies and
consulates) associated with government sectors or international and regional organizations
and not classified under other items. Data are obtained: from international transactions
reporting system (ITRS).

v/ Other services. Including communication services, construction, insurance, financial
services, computer, royalties and licenses fees, cultural and entertainment occur between
resident and nonresident. Data are obtained from international transactions reporting system
(ITRS) and some government bodies and institutions involved.

Income: Include the Main Following Items:

v Compensation of employees. Covers wages, saaries, and other benefits, in cash or in
kind, and includes those of border, seasonal, and other nonresident workers (e.g., local staff
of embassies).Data are obtained from estimates of income for Syrian workers employed
partly in neighboring countries, and foreign airlines (the salaries of their Syrians
employees), payments from workers compensation are calculated from the number of
foreign workers in Syria (nonresident) as well To international transactions reporting
system (ITRS).

Vv Investment income: Covers receipts and payments of income associated, respectively, with
residents’ holdings of external financia assets and with residents’ Liabilities to
nonresidents. Investment income consists of direct investment income, and other investment
income. The direct investment component is divided into income on equity (dividends,
branch profits, and reinvested earnings) and income on debt (interest). The data of proceeds
are obtained: from transfers of foreign oil companies operating in Syria, these data derived
from international transactions reporting system (ITRS). The data of income payments of
debt (interest) are from the Central Bank of Syria, banks, in addition to data from the
Ministry of Finance.

v Current Transfers: Are the offsets to changes, which take place between residents and
nonresidents, in ownership of real resources or financial items and do not involve a quid pro
guo in economic value. Current transfers include those of general government (e.g., current
international cooperation between different governments.), and other transfers (e.g.,
workers’ remittances,), Data are obtained from reporting system of international
transactions (ITRS), as well as an estimate of remittances based on figures from our
embassies abroad, especially from the Arab Gulf states in addition to the figures from the
Ministry of Labor on remittances from non-Syrians working in Syria resident.

v Capital and Financial Account: Has two major components—the capital account and the
financial account.

v Capital account: The major components of the capital account are capital transfers and
acquisition/disposal of no produced, nonfinancial assets. Capital transfers include two
components: (i) general government, which is subdivided into debt forgiveness and other,



and (ii) other, which is subdivided into migrants’ transfers, debt forgiveness, and other
transfers. Acquisition/disposal of nonproduced, nonfinancial assets largely covers
intangibles—such as patented entities, leases or other transferable contracts, goodwill, etc.
The data are obtained from the reporting system of international transactions (ITRS).

Financial account: include;

v Direct investment: Reflecting the lasting interest of a resident entity in one economy
(direct investor) in an entity resident in another economy (direct investment enterprise)—
covers all transactions between direct investors and direct investment enterprises. The data
are obtained from: foreign oil companies - Commercial Bank of Syria —Syrian Investment
commotion and the ministry of tourism is the commotion of Insurance and the Central Bank
of Syriaisthe General Directorate of Free Zones.

v Other investment: Covers short- and long-term trade credits; loans currency and deposits
(transferable and other—such as savings and term deposits, savings and loan shares, shares
in credit unions, etc.); and other accounts receivable and payable. The data are obtained the
data from this item: from the ministry of finance and Central Bank of Syria, Commercial
Bank of Syriaand privet banks.

Vv Reserve assets. Covers transactions in assets that are considered by the monetary
authorities of an economy to be available for use in funding payments imbalances and, in
some instances, meeting other financial needs. The items covered are monetary gold, SDRs,
reserve position in the Fund, foreign exchange assets (currency, deposits, and securities).
The data are obtained from the balance sheet of the Central Bank of Syria and Commercial
Bank of Syria.

Vv Net Errorsand Omissions. Represent a balancing item. That balance is the result of errors
and omissions in the compilation of statements, errors and omissions may be related to
recommendations for practical applications approximating principles, and resort to methods
of expectation or rounding

v Terms of Trade: Appears in table (37) and represents the weighted average export prices
(or quantities) relative to itsimport prices (or quantities). Laspeyre formula uses a base year
for the calculation of the weighted averages, while Paasche uses previous year quantities for
the calculation of the weighted averages.

MAIN MONETARY AND BANKING LAWS, LEGISLATIONSAND DECISIONSUP TO 2010
I ntroduction:

Central Bank of Syria resumed the implementation of its modernization plan, issued by
Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 187 dated 14/2/2006 and authenticated by Prime
Minister on 27/2/2006, in order to achieve the objectives of the Tenth Five-Year Planin line with
the modernization and development plan, which was declared and led by Mr. President Dr.
Bashar al-Assad since the assumption of his constitutional duties.

Central Bank of Syria over the past years has accomplished many achievements, whether at the
level of laying down and implementing monetary policy, or at the level of fulfilling its different
tasks, benefiting from the political stability enjoyed by Syria, to establish a sound foundations of
an effective monetary policy, which is not based on the principle of reaction, but rather on solid
and publicized rules, according to which Central Bank of Syria has declared its commitment to
providing financial stability, defending the stability and strength of the exchange rate of the
Syrian pound, and securing the appropriate monetary and financial climate to attract investments
and promote economic growth.

A great importance has been accorded to the reform of laws, decisions, and other legislations
regulating the banking and financial activities, because such reform gives financia institutions
access to the Syrian market and enables them to carry out and diversify their activities within the
regulations governing their activities as well as carrying them out in accordance with the
objectives determined by the monetary authorities and international standards. In this sense, the
reform process of existing laws; legislations and decisions in the monetary and financial field
continued, and more of them were issued during the year 2009, of which the most important are:

First: Reinforcement of banking and financial sector:

Creating an integrated banking system requires an extensve and varied base of financial
institutions, which constitute the foundation of this system. Consequently, numbers of laws and
legidations have been issued to establish such ingtitutions, the most important of which are the
following:

Law No. 28 year 2001 on establishing private banks.

Decree No. 35 year 2005 on establishing Islamic banks.

Legidative Decree No. 43 year 2005 on establishing insurance companies, including
Islamic solidarity insurance companies.

Decree No. 24 year 2006 on establishing exchange offices and companies.

Decree No. 15 year 2007 on establishing small and micro credit institutions, to alow the
poor socia class to benefit from services of the credit system.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 344 year 2007 regulating the closure of the
banks in the Free Zones and transferring them to branches of the banks licensed under
Law No. / 28 / year 2001.

Decree No. 30 year 2010 related to Banking Privacy.



Second: Activating therole of the Central Bank of Syria in managing the monetary policy:

Third:

The Cabinet decison No.5787 year 2006, effective starting from the beginning of 2007
and dtipulating the unification of multiple exchange rates into one rate called “foreign
currencies exchange rate” being issued by the Central Bank of Syria on daily bases.
Legidative Decree N0.60 year 2007 that allows issuing Governmental treasury bills and
bonds, which represent the foundation of an active management of the monetary policy,
depending on indirect monetary instruments.

Credit and Monetary Council decison N0.362 year 2008 stipulating the adoption of
instructions for Foreign Exchange Positions, and demanding their application by al the
licensed banks in Syria.

Credit and Monetary Council decison N0.499 year 2009 stipulating the delegation of
Administrative Committee of the Central Bank of Syria to take decisons about
establishing essential Foreign Exchange Positions at the banks operating in Syria
according to Credit and Monetary Council decision No.362 dated 4/2/2008.

Credit and Monetary Council decision N0.728 year 2010 setting interest rates on deposits
in current accounts to==1% yearly, in time deposits between 5%-7% yearly, with 2=2%
movement margin and saving deposits to 5% yearly with #=1% movement margin and
5% on Investment Certificate .

Organizing the work of banking system:

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 348 year 2008 that allows the licensed banks
to offer loans in foreign currencies to finance investment projects for development in the
country within specific terms.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 397 year 2008 that allows the resident and
non-resident to open accounts in foreign currency at any of the licensed banks in the
country and feeding it through all the legal payment instruments in foreign currency.
Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 487 year 2009 demanding the application of
the special credit system, stated in the law of the public agency for employment and
developing projects, to the projects sent by this agency to the operating banks in Syria to
finance them.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 490 year 2009 alowing operating banks in
Syria to finance touristic investment projects of the B.O.T. kind with a limit of 50% of
the project’s value.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 502 year 2009 amending Credit and Monetary
Council decision No. 389 dated 5/5/2008, in regard to the percentage of the legal reserve
of deposits, to encourage banks to finance the industrial sector, in accordance with the
government tendencies taking into consideration the maor role of this sector in the
national economy.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 534 year 2009 stipulating the establishment of
an independent department under the name of "department of commitment” in the



operating banks in Syrian Arab Republic, being directly under the authority of the
Council of directors.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 536 year 2009 permitting institutions licensed
under the provisions of Legidative Decree No./ 15 / 2007, as amended, to borrow from
abroad to finance its activities in the Syrian Arab Republic.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 590 year 2009 permitting licensed banks to
sell Syrian citizens,(and the like) foreign currency to feed a credit card account or an
international credit card account, exclusively from the citizen's account "in Syrian pounds
allowed to be converted abroad" opened according to the cabinet decison No.85/M date
17/10/2009 and Its Executive instructions.

The Cabinet decision N0.84 year 2010 permitting Banks and Exchange Companies to
sell to Syrian people who are over 18 years old /10000/US Dollar Monthly or the
equivalent in other Foreign Currency.

The Cabinet decision No.85 year 2010 permitting Banks to sell the required foreign
currency to the Investment Projects that Included under the Investment Low No.10.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 634 year 2010 permitting Banks in Syrian
Arab Republic to increase the capital account to /10/ Billions for the Traditional Banks
and /15/ Billions for the Isamic Banks.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 650 year 2010 including the modification of
Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 579 concerning the classifications of risks,
allocations and Reserves.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 689 year 2010 permitting the announcement
to al Banks which allowed to dell with Foreign Currency to Increase its commission to at
least /5/ in thousands.

Fourth: Organizing the work of public banks:

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 301 year 2007 that allows the real estate bank
to deal in foreign exchange.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 496 year 2009 including the initial approval
of the Savings Bank to practice buying and selling foreign currency (banknotes),
exclusively for non-commercial operations.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 542 year 2009 granting the approva of
amending the Statute of Al Baraka Bank - Syria (under establishment).

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 547 year 2009 granting the preliminary
approval of the waiver of the initial non-Syrian founders of Bank al-Sham, the ownership
of their shares to another founder of Bank al-Sham, being Commercial Bank of Kuwait.
Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 583 year 2009 stipulating the necessity of the
adherence of Islamic banks operating in Syria to special rules of executing the operations
of leasing and rent-to-own schemes.

Seventh: Organizing the work of Exchange offices and companies:

The Law No. (24) year 2006, which permits the establishment of exchange offices and
companies, is considered one of the most important laws aiming at regulating the foreign money
market in Syria and correcting the foreign currency cycle. This law came as a step of completing
the large and diverse base of the financial institutions that represents the basic fundamentals of
the banking system.

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 505 year 2009 adopting financia and
statistical data, concerned with to the supervision on the activities of exchange offices
and companies and demanding these offices and companies to apply and implement the
terms of this decision.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 716 year 2009 permitting the Approval for the
Exchange Companies and Offices that completed one year of work to Exchange 50% of
its money reserves with a Banking Bill 1ssued by a bank in Syrian Arab Republic

Eight: Organizing the work of Micro-Finance I nstitutions:

Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 306 year 2007 tipulating the adoption of
operationa instructions of the Legidative Decree No. 15/2007, which alows the Credit
and Monetary Council to license socia financial and banking enterprises called
"institutions"; aiming at providing small and micro finance in addition to other financial
and banking services.

Credit and Monetary Council decision No. 459 year 2009 regulating the treatment of the
institutions of small and micro finance, to be the same as that of other banks operating in
the Syrian Arab Republic and subject to the provisions of Credit and Monetary Council
decision No. 174 / B4, dated 3/12/2005, in regard of their transactions with other banks.



Credit and Monetary Council decison No. 589 year 2009 containing the definition of
microfinance and microcredit activities.
